A parish trip is planned for Thursday 15 May  

to visit Derby Cathedral 
The day will start from Market Hill where we will catch our coach 
to Derby. A tour of the Bridge Chapel (the site of the first chapel  
and the Padley Martyrs) has been organised for the morning       

followed by a lunchtime Eucharist.  After a break for lunch and some free time, we will have our tour of the        
Cathedral including their vestments.  There is also a photographic display and embroidery exhibition to enjoy. 
Then the day is rounded off with Choral Evensong before the coach home.   

Cost for the trip works out at £33pp so contributions of this amount will be appreciated.  It is a bit further than 
our previous trips hence the increased cost.  However, as this is a parish pilgrimage no one should feel they      
cannot come because of costs, so sign up anyway and have a quiet word with one of the ministry team.
